Carver High School Comprehensive Health Expectations
1. Behavioral Expectations -  (Classroom)

a. All students will be seated in their assigned attendance seats when the bell rings.

b. Students will be expected to verbally participate in all classroom discussions as well as complete all classroom and homework assignments, tests and quizzes.

c. Students will raise hands and wait to be recognized in class.

d. No food, candy or drinks will be allowed in the classroom.

e. Students will remain seated until the bell rings to indicate the passing of classes.

f. In the Comprehensive Health classroom, grading procedures will be similar to other academic subjects. Students will be assessed on student participation, quizzes, tests, homework, notebooks, etc.

2. Behavioral Expectations – (Gymnasium)
a. When the bell rings, all students will be expected to be in the locker room changing into the appropriate dress for gymnasium or outside activities. (Sneakers that do not mark the floor are mandatory for the gymnasium.)

b. Students will be assigned to an attendance location on the floor to begin each class. (Doors will be locked and students visiting the gym from other classes will have their names reported to the main office.)

c. Each class will begin warm-up activities and stretching appropriate to the intended physical activity of the day.

d. No food, candy, or drink will be allowed in the gymnasium, locker rooms or on the fields during activities.

e. Students will be held financially responsible for all Comprehensive Health equipment and supplies used in class activities.

f. At the end of class, students will change back into their school clothes and wait for the passing of classes in the gymnasium and not in the hallways.

3. Security - (Gymnasium)

a. Each student will be issued a locker and is expected to lock everything up. (CHS will not be responsible for lost or stolen items.)

b. Students will be prohibited from moving in and out of class without acceptable reasons.

c. After the bell, all doors to the gymnasium and locker rooms will be secured.

4. Medical Waivers – (Gymnasium)
a. All students with extended physical medical waivers will be assigned directed study work related to the activity missed in class. Students will not be allowed to sit in the gym during the activity period.  (Waivers do not apply to health classroom activities.)

b. Medical excuses are parent notes from home excusing students for one day. If a student is out for a longer period, a doctor’s note is needed excusing the student for one week or more.

c. If a student is on a school-sponsored team and does not participate in the physical education class part of Comprehensive Health class, the student is ineligible for a practice/game on that same day.

5. Grading Procedures – (Gymnasium)

a. Individual grades for each class period will be on a scale of 5 points. Grades will be based on cooperation, participation, proper dress, knowledge and skills demonstrated in class.

b. Students will be awarded no credit for improper dress and non-participation.

c. If students refuse to dress or participate, parents will be contacted immediately to help correct the problem. Written work related to class will be assigned when students fail to participate.

d. Make-ups are allowed for excused absences only (maximum totals - eight).  Excessive absences will lead to a loss of credit! (All make-up classes are held after school at 2:05 p.m.)

e.    Students will not be allowed to make-up work in other subjects during a scheduled Comp. Health Class.
